· Revised proposal based on feedback from EC & waiting for next EC call not yet scheduled

· Open to any graduate program interested and then match up with best pair of consultants

· Questions & concerns?
· Brainstorm other strategies to achieve enhanced graduate education in community psychology
· Any $ spent need to not only maximize selected programs but to all graduate programs

· Range of types of programs (MA, PhD, Community, Community-Clinical)

· Plans to include robust dissemination

· Capture what really happens via video, stories and programs really share their experience

· Upfront agreement by programs to maximally share with other programs
· What are our thoughts on unified standards?
· Maybe “guiding principles” might be a better framing than unified standards

· Some programs have embraced the competencies and others have not

· Let’s all think about this issue of unified standards/guiding principles for next call
· Should have the discussion!!!

2) CP Practice Book (Susan & Victoria)

· Finishing up brief descriptions of chapters

· Will send to possible authors
· Will send Brad Olsen & Nicole Allen (co-editors) of Community Psychology book series though they are not really ready but are working hard toward a framework for book series

· General agreement that if CP Book Series ready when CP Practice Book ready that would be great

· They have seen the latest draft prospective
· Pearson (owns Allyn & Bacon and Prentice Hall) publishes most community psychology books
